
Please note that the Commandant has not published the final draft of the Operations 
Order (OPORD) for Departing on Summer Furlough.  This represents the concept used 
in previous years and is good enough to make your plans.  Your cadet will be able to 
tell you exactly when they will be allowed to depart when the OPORD is published. 
 
CADETS WHO ARE GRADUATING AND THOSE WHO WILL COMPLETE THE 
REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION DURING SUMMER SCHOOL 

Those taking Graduation Leave  

• Graduation Leave is authorized from after the last exam/academic requirement, until 
0700 hours April 30, 2025. Exam/academic requirement means ALL tests, papers, 
projects are completed and submitted to the respective Professors. All on-line/virtual 
academic related requirements must be completed ON CAMPUS.  

• They must clear their rooms of all personal items when departing.  Rooms are 
inspected and cleared by TAC Officers.  Cadets must certify they have completed ALL 
academic requirements.  They must return to their assigned rooms NLT 0700, 
Wednesday, April 30, bringing only those items they need 

Those not taking Graduation Leave 

• Authorized General Leave after their last duty/academic requirement from 1300-2230.   

• They must clear their rooms by 1800 on Friday, May 2.  
 
GRADUATING CADETS NOT PARTICIPATING IN THE GRADUATION EXERCISE  

• May depart ONLY after their last exam and any additional academic requirements (as 
defined above) are complete.  They must also have their rooms cleared by their TAC.  

All Graduating cadets MUST be out of the barracks by 1800 May 2. 
 
AFTER LAST EXAM CADETS 

• C2 and C3 cadets not designated as Mission Essential are authorized to depart on 
Summer Furlough after their last exam/academic requirement (see definition above) 
and their rooms have been cleared by proper authority.   

• Your Cadet will be able to tell you if they are not Mission Essential. 
 
MISSION ESSENTIAL CADETS 



• Those cadets designated as Mission Essential for Commencement or clearing the 
Barracks will depart on Saturday May 3 between the hours of 0530-0730 or upon the 
completion of their Commencement duties.  

• Cadets in this category are mainly C1 cadets and designated members of the Cadet 
Chain of Command.  Their names will be included in the OPORD.
