e Must be a high-performing academic achiever

e Must have conducted a considerable amount of work
outside the classroom in their chosen field of study

o This may include:
= Laboratory research

= Relevant military experience
= Entrepreneurial endeavors
= Documented independent work resulting in
technical papers, patents, etc.

e Must be a full-time student during academic year
scholarship is applicable

e Must have completed at least one year of full-time
college study. Transfer students must have
completed at least one semester of full-time study at
their ASF-affiliated university.

*Special consideration is NOT given to aeronautical/astronautical

engineering students or those intending to pursue careers as
astronauts.
